
The audio guide “Never forget. Now.”
students from BBS II Stade tell a story about
the violence and oppression of the victims of
the Nazi regime had to endure in Stade from
1933 to 1945 .

The 17-minute audio guide starts at the
Jewish cemetery on Bleichergang and leads
through seven stations to St. Wilhadi Church
in the old town.

The students take the listeners with them on
a journey into the past and guide them from
one place of remembrance to the next with
clear directions.

At each station they talk about the cruel
events and explain why remembering these
events is still important today.

It´s interesting for local residents as well as
for tourists.
